Meetup to Mark the 9/11 National Day of Service and Remembrance by
Encouraging 1.8 Million Members to Volunteer

that connects people to meet over a shared interest, today announced its agreement to join
the National 9/11 Day of Service Coalition created by 9/11 Day, the nonprofit that established the
anniversary of the 9/11 attacks as a federally-recognized National Day of Service and
Remembrance ("9/11 Day").

"9/11 was a terrifying day, intended to scare us into hiding inside in fear. Instead, | saw New
Yorkers get outside and get together as neighbors," said Scott Heiferman, Founder of Meetup.
"The idea for Meetup was, 'how could we use the internet to get people off the internet' so that
people might be less lonely and more powerful. It worked. When people meetup, the best
things happen. Babies are born, businesses are started, bands are formed... all that humans do.
Meetup just helps people connect, and thanks to Meetup organizers, millions of lives are made
